TO ENTER TEACHING.—Creating intensive pro-
grams to provide the coursework and clinical ex-
periences needed by highly qualified paraprofes-
sionals, as defined in section 2102 of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, to
qualify for State teacher certification or licen-
sure to become highly qualified teachers.
“(4) MANAGERIAL AND LEADERSHIP SKILLS.—
Developing and implementing proven mechanisms to

provide principals and superintendents with effective
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managerial, leadership, curricula, and instructional
skills  that result in ncreased student academaic
achievement.

“(5) TEACHER SCHOLARSHIPS AND SUPPORT.—
Providing—

“(A) scholarships to help students, such as
mdividuals who have been accepted by, or who
are enrolled in, a program of undergraduate edu-
cation at an institution of higher education, pay
the costs of tuition, room, board, and other ex-
penses of completing a teacher preparation pro-
gram, 1f—

“(1) the Secretary establishes such re-
quirements as the Secretary determines nec-
essary to ensure that recipients of scholar-
ships under this paragraph who complete
teacher preparation programs—

“(1) subsequently teach in a high-
need local educational agency for a pe-
riod of time equivalent to the period of
time for which the recipient received
the scholarship assistance, plus an ad-

ditional 1 year; or
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“(II) repay the amount of the

scholarship if the recipient does not

teach as described in subclause (1); and

“(11) the eligible partnership provides
an assurance that the eligible partnership
will recruit - manority  students to become
highly qualified teachers;

“(B) support services, if needed, to enable
scholarship recipients to complete postsecondary
education programs, or to transition from a ca-
reer outside of the field of education into a teach-
g career; and

“(C) follow-up services for former scholar-
ship recipients during the recipients’ initial
years of teaching.

“(6) COORDINATION WITH COMMUNITY COL-
LEGES.—

“(A) TEACHER PREPARATION PROGRAMS.—
Coordinating with 2-year institutions of higher
education to vmplement teacher preparation pro-
grams, including through distance learning, for
the purposes of allowing prospective teachers—

“(1) to obtain a bachelor’s degree and

State certification or licensure; and
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“(11) to become haghly qualified teach-

ens.

“(B) PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT.—Co-
ordinating with 2-year institutions of higher
education to provide professional development
that—

“(1) amproves the academic content
knowledge of teachers in the academic sub-
ject areas in which the teachers are certified
or licensed to teach, or in which the teachers
are working toward certification or licen-
sure to teach; and

“(11) promotes effective teaching skills.

“(7) CLINICAL EXPERIENCE IN SCIENCE, MATIIE-
MATICS, AND TECHNOLOGY.—Creating opportunities
Jor clinical experience and traiming for teachers and
prospective teachers through participation with pro-
fesstonals wn business, research, and work environ-
ments in areas relating to science, mathematics, and
technology, including opportunities for using labora-
tory equipment.

“(8) PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT.—Creating
opportunities for enhanced and ongoing professional

development for experienced general education and
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special education teachers, early childhood educators,
principals, administrators, and faculty.

“(9) TECHNOLOGY.—The activity described in
section 202(e)(9).

“(10) AREAS OF INSTRUCTIONAL SIIORTAGE.—
Increasing the number of—

“(A) teachers in the classroom providing in-
struction in  high-need academic subject areas
(such as reading, mathematics, science, and for-
ewgn language, including less commonly taught
languages), and high-need areas (such as special
education, language instruction educational pro-
grams for limited English proficient students,
and early childhood education);

“(B) special education faculty dedicated to
preparing highly qualified special education
teachers at institutions of higher education; and

“(C) faculty at institutions of higher edu-
cation with expertise in instruction of students
who are limated English proficient.

“(11) IMPROVING INSTRUCTION.—Improving in-
struction by—

“(A) improving understanding and instruc-

tion in core academac subjects and other, special-
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1zed courses, such as geography, American his-
tory and government, and world history; and
“(B) creating externships for teachers and
prospective teachers for field experience and
training through participation in business, re-
search, and work environments in high-need aca-
demic subject areas (such as reading, mathe-
matics, science, and forewgn language, including
less commonly taught languages) and high-need
areas (such as special education, language in-
struction  educational programs  for limited

English proficient students, and early childhood

education).

“(12) GRADUATE PROGRAMS.—Developing, in
collaboration with departments, programs, or units of
both academic content and teacher education within
a partner institution, master’s degree programs that
meet the demonstrated needs of teachers in the high-
need local educational agency participating in the eli-
gible partnership for content expertise and teaching
skalls.

“(13) LITERACY TEACHER TRAINING.—FEstab-
lishing and vmplementing a program that strengthens
content knowledge and teaching skills of secondary

school teachers in literacy that—
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“(A) provides teacher training and stipends

Jor lLteracy coaches who train classroom teachers

to implement literacy programs;

“(B) develops or redesigns rigorous re-
search-based curricula that are aligned with
challenging State academac content standards, as
required under section 1111(b)(1) of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, and
with postsecondary standards for reading and
writing;

“(C) provides training and stipends for
teachers to tutor students with intense individ-
ualized reading, writing, and subject matter in-
struction during or beyond the school day;

“(D) provides opportunities for teachers to
plan and assess instruction with other teachers,
school leaders, and faculty at institutions of
hagher education; and

“(E) establishes an evaluation and account-
ability plan for activities conducted under this
paragraph to measure the vmpact of such activi-

ties.

“(g) CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this section shall be

24 construed to prohibit an eligible partnership from using

25 grant funds to coordinate with the activities of eligible part-
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nerships in other States or on a regional basis through Gov-
ernors, State boards of education, State educational agen-
cies, State agencies responsible for early childhood edu-
cation, local educational agencies, or State agencies for
higher education.

“th) SurPLEMENT, NOT SUPPLANT.—Funds made
available under this section shall be used to supplement,
and not supplant, other Federal, State, and local funds that
would otherwise be expended to carry out activities under
this section.

“SEC. 204. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS.
“la) DURATION; NUMBER OF AWARDS; PAYMENTS.—
“(1) DURATION.—

“(A) ELIGIBLE STATES.—Grants awarded
to eligible States under this part shall be award-
ed for a period not to exceed 3 years.

“(B) FKELIGIBLE PARTNERSHIPS.—Grants
awarded to eligible partnerships under this part
shall be awarded for a period of 5 years.

“(2) NUMBER OF AWARDS.—An eligible partner-

ship may not receive more than 1 grant during a 5-

year period. Nothing in this title shall be construed

to prohibit an indwidual member, that can dem-
onstrate need, of an eligible partnership that receives

a grant under this title from entering into another el-
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1g1ble partnership consisting of new members and re-
cewving a grant with such other eligible partnership
before the 5-year period described in the preceding
sentence applicable to the eligible partnership with
which the indiwvidual member has first partnered has
expired.

“(3) PAYMENTS.—The Secretary shall make an-
nual payments of grant funds awarded under this
part.

“(b) PEER REVIEW.—

“(1) PANEL.—The Secretary shall provide the
applications submitted under this part to a peer re-
view panel for evaluation. With respect to each appli-
cation, the peer review panel shall inmitially rec-
ommend the application for funding or for dis-
approval.

“(2) PRIORITY.—In recommending applications
to the Secretary for funding under this part, the
panel shall—

“(A) with respect to grants under section

202, give priority to eligible States—

“(1) that have innovative reforms to
hold nstitutions of higher education with

teacher preparation programs accountable
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1 Jor preparing teachers to become highly
2 qualified and have effective teaching skaills;
3 “(11) that have innovative efforts avmed
4 at reducing the shortage of highly qualified
5 general and special education teachers, in-
6 cluding in  low-income urban and rural
7 areas and in high-need academic subject
8 areas (such —as reading, mathematics,
9 science, and foreign language, including less
10 commonly taught languages); and

11 “(1ir) whose awards promote an equi-
12 table  geographic distribution of grants
13 among rural and wrban areas; and

14 “(B) with respect to grants under section
15 203, give priority—

16 “(1) to applications from broad-based
17 eligible partnerships that involve businesses
18 and community organizations; and

19 “(11) to eligible partnerships so that the
20 awards promote an equitable geographic
21 distribution of grants among rural and
22 wrban areas.

23 “(3) SECRETARIAL SELECTION.—The Secretary
24 shall determine, based on the peer review process,
25 which applications shall recewve  funding and the
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amounts of the grants. In determining grant
amounts, the Secretary shall take into account the
total amount of funds available for all grants under
this part and the types of activities proposed to be
carried out.

“(c¢) MATCHING REQUIREMENTS.—

“(1) STATE GRANTS.—Each eligible State receiv-
mg a grant under section 202 shall provide, from
non-Federal sowrces, an amount equal to 50 percent
of the amount of the grant (in cash or in kind) to
carry out the activities supported by the grant.

“(2) PARTNERSHIP GRANTS.—Each eligible part-
nership receiving a grant under section 203 shall pro-
vide, from non-Federal sources (in cash or in kind),
an amount equal to 25 percent of the amount of the
grant for the first year of the grant, 35 percent of the
amount of the grant for the second year of the grant,
and 50 percent of the amount of the grant for each
succeeding year of the grant.

“(d) LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE KXPENSES.—

21 An eligible State or eligible partnership that receives a

22 grant under this part may use not more than 2 percent

23 of the grant funds for purposes of administering the grant.

“le) ADDITIONAL AcTiviTIES.—The Secretary shall

25 use funds repard pursuant to section 202(e)(4)(A)(v)(11) or
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sectron 203(f)(5)(A) () (1) to carry out additional activities

under section 202 or 203, respectively.
“SEC. 205. ACCOUNTABILITY AND EVALUATION.

“la) STATE GRANT ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT.—An el-
1gible State that receives a grant under section 202 shall
submit an annual accountability report to the Secretary
and the authorizing commaittees. Such report shall include
a description of the degree to which the eligible State, in
using funds provided under such section, has made progress
m meeting the purposes of this part and substantial
progress in meeting the following goals, as applicable:

“(1) STUDENT ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT.—In-
creasing student academic achievement for all stu-
dents as defined by the eligible State.

“(2) RAISING STANDARDS.—Raising the State
academic standards requirved to enter the teaching
profession as a highly qualified teacher, and where
applicable, as a fully competent early childhood edu-
cator.

“(3) INITIAL CERTIFICATION OR LICENSURE.—
Improving the pass rates and scaled scores for initial
State teacher certification or licensure, or increasing
the numbers of qualified individuals being certified or
licensed as teachers through alternative routes to

State certification or licensure programs.
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“(4) PERCENTAGE OF HIGHLY QUALIFIED
TEACHERS.—Providing data on the progress of the
State towards meeting the highly qualified teacher re-
quirements under section 1119(a)(2) of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act of 1965.
“(5) DECREASING TEACHER SHORTAGES.—De-
creasing shortages of—
“(A) highly qualified teachers in—
“(1) low-income urban and rural areas;
“(11) high-need academic subject areas
(such as reading, mathematics, science, and
Joreign language, including less commonly
taught languages);
“(n1) special education; and
“(w) high-need areas (such as special
education, language instruction educational
programs for limited English proficient stu-
dents, and early childhood education); and
“(B) fully competent early childhood edu-
cators.
“(6) INCREASING OPPORTUNITIES FOR PROFES-
SIONAL DEVELOPMENT.—Increasing opportunities for
enhanced and ongoing professional  development

that—
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“(A) 1mproves the academic content knowl-
edge of teachers in the academic subject areas in
which the teachers are certified or licensed to
teach or wn which the teachers are working to-
ward certification or licensure to teach; and

“(B) promotes effective teaching skills.

“(b) ELIGIBLE PARTNERSHIP EVALUATION.—FEach el-
1gible partnership submitting an application for a grant
under section 203 shall establish and include in such appli-
cation, an evaluation plan that includes strong performance
objectives. The plan shall include objectives and measures
Jor increasing—

“(1) student achievement for all students as
measured by the eligible partnership;

“(2) teacher retention in the first 3 years of a
teacher’s career;

“(3) improvement in the pass rates and scaled
scores for initial State certification or licensure of
teachers;

“(4) the percentage of highly qualified teachers
hired by the high-need local educational agency par-
ticapating in the eligible partnership; and

“(5) the percentage of—

“(A) haghly qualified teachers among under-

represented groups, in high-need academic sub-
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ject areas (such as reading, mathematics, science,
and forewgn language, including less commonly
taught languages), in high-need areas (such as
special  education, language instruction edu-
cational programs for limited English proficient
students, and early childhood education), and in
high-need schools;

“(B) elementary school, middle school, and
secondary school classes taught by teachers who
are highly qualified;

“C) early childhood education program
classes taught by providers who are fully com-
petent; and

“(D) highly qualified special education
teachers.

“(¢) REVOCATION OF GGRANT.—

“(1) ELIGIBLE STATES.—If the Secretary deter-
mines that an eligible State is not making substantial
progress in meeting the purposes, goals, objectives,
and measures, as appropriate, by the end of the sec-
ond year of a grant under this part, then the grant
payment shall not be made for the third year of the
grant.

“(2) ELIGIBLE PARTNERSHIPS.—If the Secretary

determanes that an eligible partnership 1s not making
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substantial progress in meeting the purposes, goals,

ohjectives, and measures, as appropriate, by the end

of the third year of a grant under this part, then the
grant payments shall not be made for any succeeding
year of the grant.

“(d) EVALUATION AND DISSEMINATION.—The Sec-
retary shall evaluate the activities funded under this part
and report the Secretary’s findings regarding the activities
to the authorizing committees. The Secretary shall broadly
disseminate—

“(1) successful practices developed by eligible
States and eligible partnerships under this part; and

“(2) anformation regarding such practices that
were found to be ineffective.

“SEC. 206. ACCOUNTABILITY FOR PROGRAMS THAT PRE-
PARE TEACHERS.

“(a) INSTITUTIONAL AND PROGRAM REPORT CARDS
ON THE QUALITY OF TEACHER PREPARATION.—

“(1) REPORT CARD.—Kach institution of higher
education that conducts a traditional teacher prepa-
ration program or alternative routes to State certifi-
cation or licensure program and that enrolls students
receiving Federal assistance under this Act shall re-
port annually to the State and the general public, in

a uniform and comprehensible manner that conforms
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with the definitions and methods established by the

Secretary, both for traditional teacher preparation
programs and alternative routes to State certification
or licensure programs, the following iformation:
“(A) PASS RATES AND SCALED SCORES.—
For the most recent year for which the informa-
tion 1s available for those students who took the
assessments and are enrolled in the traditional
teacher preparation program or alternative
routes to State certification or licensure pro-
gram, and for those who have taken the assess-
ments and have completed the traditional teacher
preparation program or alternatiwe routes to
State certification or licensure program during
the 2-year period preceding such year, for each
of the assessments used for teacher certification
or licensure by the State in which the program
18 located—

“(1) the percentage of students who
have completed 100 percent of the nonclin-
weal coursework and taken the assessment
who pass such assessment;

“(11) the percentage of all such students

who passed each such assessment;
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“(111) the percentage of students taking
an assessment who completed the teacher
preparation program after envolling in the
program, which shall be wmade available
widely and publicly by the State;

“(iww) the average scaled score for all
students who took each such assessment;

“(v) a comparison of the program’s
pass rates with the average pass rates for
programs in the State; and

“(vi) a comparison of the program’s
average scaled scores with the average scaled
scores for programs in the State.

“(B) PROGRAM INFORMATION.—The criteria
Jor admassion into the program, the number of
students wn the program (disaggregated by race
and gender), the average number of hours of su-
pervised clinical experience required for those in
the program, the number of full-tvme equivalent
Jaculty and students in the supervised clinical
experience, and the total number of students who
have been certified or licensed as teachers,
disaggregated by subject and area of certification

or licensure.
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“(C) STATEMENT—In States that require
approval or accreditation of teacher preparation
programs, a statement of whether the institu-
tion’s program 1is so approved or accredited, and
by whom.

“(D) DESIGNATION AS LOW-PERFORMING.—
Whether the program has been designated as low-
performing by the State under section 207(a).

“(KE) USE OF TECHNOLOGY.—A description
of the activities that prepare teachers to effec-
twely integrate technology into curricula and in-
struction and effectively use technology to collect,
manage, and analyze data in order to 1mprove
teaching, learning, and decision making for the
purpose of increasing student academic achieve-
ment.

“(2) REPORT.—Kach eligible partnership receiv-
g a grant under section 203 shall report annually
on the progress of the eligible partnership toward
meeting the purposes of this part and the objectives
and measures described in section 205(b).

“(3) FINES.—The Secretary may vmpose a fine
not to exceed $25,000 on an institution of higher edu-
cation for failure to provide the information described

e thas subsection in a timely or accurate manner.
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“(4) SPECIAL RULE.—In the case of an institu-
tion of hagher education that conducts a traditional
teacher preparation program or alternative routes to
State certification or licensure program and has fewer
than 10 scores reported on any single initial teacher
certification or licensure assessment during an aca-
demac year, the institution shall collect and publish
mformation, as required wunder paragraph (1)(A),
with respect to an average pass rate and scaled score
on each State certification or licensure assessment
taken over a 3-year period.

“b) StArTE REPORT CARD ON THE QUALITY OF

TEACHER PREPARATION.—

“(1) IN GENERAL—KEach State that receives
Junds under this Act shall provide to the Secretary,
annually, i a uniform and comprehensible manner
that conforms with the definitions and methods estab-
lished by the Secretary, a State report card on the
quality of teacher preparation in the State, both for
traditional teacher preparation programs and for al-
ternative routes to State certification or licensure pro-
grams, which shall include not less than the following:

“(A) A description of reliability and valid-

ity of the teacher certification and licensure as-
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sessments, and any other certification and licen-
sure requirements, used by the State.

“(B) The standards and criteria that pro-
spective teachers must meet in order to attain
wmitial teacher certification or licensure and to be
certified or licensed to teach particular academic
subject areas or in particular grades within the
State.

“(C) A description of how the assessments
and requirements described in subparagraph (A)
are aligned with the State’s challenging aca-
demic content standards required under section
1111(b)(1) of the Elementary and Secondary
Education Act of 1965 and State early learning
standards for early childhood education pro-
grams.

“(D) For each of the assessments used by
the State for teacher certification or licensure—

“(1) for each institution of higher edu-
cation located in the State and each entity
located in the State that offers an alter-

native route for teacher certification or li-

censure, the percentage of students at such

mstitution or entity who have completed

100 percent of the nonclinical coursework
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and taken the assessment who pass such as-
sessment;

“(11) the percentage of all such students
at all such nstitutions taking the assess-
ment who pass such assessment; and

“(111) the percentage of students taking
an assessment who completed the teacher
preparation program after enrolling in the
program, which shall be made available
widely and publicly by the State.

“(E) A description of alternative routes to

State certification or licensure in the State (in-

cluding any such routes operated by entities that

are not institutions of higher education), if any,

mcluding, for each of the assessments used by the

State for teacher certification or licensure—

*S 1614 RS

“(1) the percentage of individuals par-
ticipating in such routes, or who have com-
pleted such routes during the 2-year period
preceding the date of the determination,
who passed each such assessment; and

“(11) the average scaled score of indi-
viduals participating in such routes, or who

have completed such routes during the pe-
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riod preceding the date of the determina-

tion, who took each such assessment.

“(F) A description of the State’s criteria for
assessing the performance of teacher preparation
programs within institutions of higher education
i the State. Such criteria shall include indica-
tors of the academic content knowledge and
teaching skills of students enrolled in such pro-
grams.

“(G) For each teacher preparation program
wm the State, the criteria for admission into the
program, the number of students in the program,
disaggregated by race and gender (except that
such disaggregation shall not be requirved n a
case in which the number of students in a cat-
egory s insufficient to yield statistically reliable
wmformation or the results would reveal person-
ally dentifiable information about an indi-
vidual student), the average number of hours of
supervised clinical experience required for those
m the program, and the number of full-time
equivalent faculty, adjunct faculty, and students
m supervised clinical experience.

“(H) For the State as a whole, and for each

teacher preparation program wn the State, the
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number of teachers prepared, in the aggregate
and reported separately by—
“(1) area of certification or licensure;
“(11) academic major; and
“(111) subject area for which the teacher
has been prepared to teach.

“(I) Using the data generated under sub-
paragraphs (G) and (H), a description of the ex-
tent to which teacher preparation programs are
helping to address shortages of highly qualified
teachers, by area of certification or licensure,
subject, and specialty, n the State’s public
schools, including those areas described i section
205(a)(5).

“(J) A description of the activities that pre-
pare teachers to effectively integrate technology
mto curricula and instruction and effectively use
technology to collect, manage, and analyze data
m order to improve teaching, learning, and deci-
ston making for the purpose of increasing stu-
dent academic achievement.

“(2) PROHIBITION AGAINST CREATING A NA-

TIONAL LIST.—The Secretary shall not create a na-

tional list or ranking of States, institutions, or
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schools using the scaled scores provided under this
subsection.

“(c) REPORT OF THE SECRETARY ON THE QUALITY

“(1) REPORT CARD.—The Secretary shall pro-
vide to Congress, and publish and make widely avail-
able, a report card on teacher qualifications and
preparation wn the United States, including all the
mformation reported in subparagraphs (A) through
(J) of subsection (b)(1). Such report shall identify
States for which eligible States and eligible partner-
ships received a grant under this part. Such report
shall be so provided, published, and made available
annually.

“(2) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—The Secretary
shall prepare and submat a report to Congress that
contains the following:

“(A4) A comparison of States’ efforts to im-
prove the quality of the current and future teach-
g force.

“(B) A comparison of eligible partnerships’
efforts to vmprove the quality of the current and
Juture teaching force.

“(C) The national mean and median scaled

scores and pass rate on any standardized test
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that vs used 1 more than 1 State for teacher cer-

tification or licensure.

“(3) SPECIAL RULE.—In the case of a teacher
preparation program with fewer than 10 scores re-
ported on any single initial teacher certification or li-
censure assessment during an academic year, the Sec-
retary shall collect and publish nformation, and
make publicly available, with respect to an average
pass rate and scaled score on each State certification
or licensure assessment taken over a 3-year period.

“(d) COORDINATION.—The Secretary, to the extent

practicable, shall coordinate the information collected and
published under this part among States for individuals who
took State teacher certification or licensure assessments in
a State other than the State in which the individual re-
cewved the individual’s most recent degree.

“SEC. 207. STATE FUNCTIONS.

“la) STATE ASSESSMENT.—In order to receive funds
under this Act, a State shall have in place a procedure to
wdentify and assist, through the provision of technical as-
sistance, low-performing programs of teacher preparation.
Such State shall provide the Secretary an annual list of
such low-performing teacher preparation programs that in-
cludes an identification of those programs at risk of being

placed on such list. Such levels of performance shall be de-
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termined solely by the State and may include criteria based
on iformation collected pursuant to this part. Such assess-
ment shall be described in the report under section 206(b).

“(b) TERMINATION OF ELIGIBILITY.—Any program of
teacher preparation from which the State has withdrawn
the State’s approval, or terminated the State’s financial
support, due to the low performance of the program based
upon the State assessment described in subsection (a)—

“(1) shall be neligible for any funding for pro-
Jessional development activities awarded by the De-
partment;

“(2) shall not be permitted to accept or enroll
any student that receives aid under title IV in the in-
stitution’s teacher preparation program; and

“(3) shall provide transitional support, includ-
g remedial services if nmecessary, for students en-
rolled at the institution at the time of termination of
Jinancial support or withdrawal of approval.

“(c) NEGOTIATED RULEMAKING.—If the Secretary de-
velops any regulations implementing subsection (b)(2), the
Secretary shall submit such proposed requlations to a nego-
twated rulemaking process, which shall include representa-
tives of States, institutions of higher education, and edu-

cational and student organizations.
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“(d) APPLICATION OF THE REQUIREMENTS.—The re-
quirements of this section shall apply to both traditional
teacher preparation programs and alternative routes to
State certification and licensure programs.

“SEC. 208. GENERAL PROVISIONS.

“(a) METHODS.—In complying with sections 206 and
207, the Secretary shall ensure that States and institutions
of higher education use farr and equitable methods in re-
porting and that the reporting methods do not allow identi-
fication of individuals.

“(b) SPECIAL RULE—For each State that does not use
content assessments as a means of ensuring that all teachers
teaching 1n core academic subjects within the State are
highly qualified not later than the end of the 2005-2006
school year, as required under section 1119 of the Elemen-
tary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, and that each
person employed as a special education teacher in the State
who teaches elementary school, middle school, or secondary
school 1s highly qualified by such deadline, as required
under section 612(a)(14)(C) of the Individuals with Dis-
abilities Education Act,—

“(1) the Secretary shall, to the extent practicable,
collect data comparable to the data required under
