I appreciate The Tribune's news coverage of Harold Camping, who incorrectly predicted the rapture would occur this Saturday. However, The Tribune's coverage is liberal insofar as you fail to report one key fact: The Bible CLEARLY states that no man knows the hour of God's return:

Matthew 24:36; 24:42; 24:50; 25:13; Mark 13:32-33; Luke 12:46; Acts 1:7; 1 Thess 5:2; 2 Thess 2:1-5; 2 Peter 3:10.
