Attorney Bondi:

 

I wish to file an amicus in support of Florida's Gay Marriage law, in the case which is currently before the Federal 11th Circuit Court of appeals, in Appellate case #: 14-14061-AA ; 14-14066 -AA, and Case Style: James Brenner, et al v. John Armstrong, et al District Court Docket No: 4:14-cv-00107-RH-CAS (which arose from the  U.S.D.C. N.D. Fl and was consolidated with Brenner U.S.D.C. N.D. Fl. 4:14-cv-00138).

 

In case you've forgotten me, I'm the pro se (non-lawyer) litigant who did better in court then another governor, when both of us made a bid to save Theresa 'Terri' Schiavo. (Jeb lost 7-0, and I lost 4-3, before the same court, doing better than Jeb because I used more solid legal arguments than him.) Even Schiavo's own family did not do as well as me. (See below for citation to verify.)

 

Since I make an Equal Protection argument viz polygamy that I see *missing* in your case, I feel that I should be allowed to make that argument as an amicus.

 

Atty. Dan Tilley, on the opposing side, when speaking by phone, said that I could represent to the Appellate Court that he did not oppose to me filing an amicus. (This may have been because I oppose mistreatment of gays, or perhaps he has strong religious beliefs about being fair - or both - I do not know.) Atty. Tilley is getting a cc to my email to you to verify my assertions.

 
REQUEST: Do you also give me leave to represent to the Appellate Court that you have no objection to my filing an amicus in this case? (The correct answer is 'no', we do not object -- if, indeed, you have faith your legal case is strong enough to withstand scrutiny: I admit my legal strategy could backfire, and result in polygamy becoming legal, under Equal Protection, but I doubt it, thus I seek leave to file.)
